* Students will trace the author’s development of the idea using a graphic organizer to record specific examples.

*Individually, students will compose summaries of informational texts. In small groups, students will use an evaluative checklist to analyze peer-generated summaries.

*In small groups, students will compose a persuasive text using different techniques. The class will evaluate the effectiveness of each method.

	*In class, analyze an account of a subject using two different mediums. As the class reviews the material, discuss what details are emphasized.

*After examining the account, the class will determine the author’s perspective and purpose.

*In pairs, examine an account of a subject using two different mediums. Present your conclusions to the class.

	RI.8. Delineate and evaluate the argument and specific claims in a text, assessing whether the reasoning is valid and the evidence is relevant and sufficient; identify false statements and fallacious reasoning.
	8a. I can deconstruct (outline) an argument and identify the evidence that supports the claim.

8b. I can evaluate whether the reasoning used in an argument is valid and credible.
8c. I can provide examples of weak, contradictory, false statements, or fallacious (misleading) reasoning.

	*As a whole class, read several sample informational texts and discuss the validity of the reasoning, and the relevance and sufficiency of the evidence.

*In small groups, complete a graphic organizer analyzing claims made in a sample text. Students will identify several claims and evaluate the validity, relevance, and logic of the reasoning.

*From a list of arguments, students will identify examples of false statements and fallacious reasoning.

	*As a class, examine a significant U.S. document focusing on important themes and concepts.

*Using a graphic organizer, students will examine multiple documents and identify themes and concepts.

*Examine sample text from John Locke and connect it to the Declaration of Independence - students in small groups find similarities in theme.
