d. Respond thoughtfully to diverse perspectives; synthesize comments, claims, and evidence made on all sides of an issue; resolve contradictions when possible; and determine what additional information or research is required to deepen the investigation or complete the task.

	Prove Your Point!

(Students are given 5 cards, each with a question that relates to a topic for class discussion.  In groups students must locate evidence from class texts that they will use to answer this question.  Students should move one question at a time and share with teacher after completing a card.  If enough evidence is noted, teacher will keep card and forward)--Each group will then use the notes that they recorded individually to lead the class in a group discussion of the assigned topic.
